It shows us the holistic wisdom 
unaware by many. It is a specific way to living in accord with the 
unity of the Universe.  When we become separated from nature 
and begin relating our environment, to each other and even to 
ourselves, as enemies to conquer, the dissociation is the root of all 
sufferings which results in injustice, conflict and all varied 
falsification, addiction and corruption that pervade our lives.

 With simple words His Holiness Grand Master Wang points 
us to the essence of life and the way of living.

The best moral code is to act kindly with compassion.  A 
sincere smile or expression is a helpful communicative tool, which 
signals good intention, and creates new ties of friendship.  This 
smile will: 
 1. End segregation among nations, races, religions and divided 
   beliefs. 
 2. Enable the essence of true compassion to be put into practice. 
 3. Enhance a spirit of positive reinforcement, persistence and  
   progression. 
 4. Nurture hope and confidence. 
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 5. Encourage the acts of forgiveness, patience and sympathy. 
 6. Ensure that all matters are treated with no attachment. 
 7. Cultivate the acts of being grateful, appreciative and joyful. 
 8. Foster a spirit of peace and harmony through the impact of  
   kind, amiable and affectionate gestures. 
 9. Eradicate discrimination, rivalry, aggression and hate. 
10. Prevent heart-rending depression and misery. 
11. Restrain humankind from the acts of conflict, anxiety,  
   bondage, coercion, jealousy and doubt. 
12. Annex a state of utopian.

Ways of practice suggested: 

1. Being compassionate is an example of respect to life ( ). 
2. Befitting and kind to parents is filial piety (ᶕ). 
3. Being loyal to one’s country is patriotism (ἔ). 
4. Honoring teachers, superiors and elders is ultimate respect ( ). 
5. Being affectionate to one’s children and fellow workers is love ( ). 
6. Having confidence in people (i.e. siblings, colleagues, co-workers, and 

friends) is trust (‒).  Caring for siblings is kinship ( ). 
7. Exerting caring concern for fauna and flora is humane (Ч). 
8. Exhibiting no discrimination between the rich and the poor, 
  the noble and the slander, the smart and the ignorant, and the 
  beautiful and the ugly is propriety ( ). 
9. Annihilating the desire of excessive fame, prestige, power, 
  status, wealth, greed and craving but withholding the 
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elements of responsibility and caring is rectitude ( ). 
10. Not hurting self and others by refraining from killing ( ), 
   theft ( ), sexual misconduct ( ), delusory thoughts (ָ), 
   and intoxication ( ) is the observance of precepts (ᶹ). 
11. Proper use of the senses (i.e. sight, sound, smell, taste, and 
   touch) by avoiding greed ( ), anger ( ), and ignorance ( ) 
   is Samadhi or concentration. (ứ) 
12. To take all matters as right or wrong, existence or non-existence, form 

or emptiness, with no attachment is wisdom ( ). 
 

The act of compassion 
Is the ultimate enlightenment 

 
Benevolence contains elements of loving-kindness.  Guidelines for 
benevolent action behaviors: 

1. Bear the root of all virtues. 
2. Open the gate to all marvels. 
3. Overpower all existence. 
4. Enhance global cultivation by way of Tao. 
5. Exist in the ultimate reality. 
6. Create a sense of eternity, and transcend life and death. 
7. Act humanely for the good of others. One may hold a feeling 

of thankfulness followed by a sense of guilt for past wrongdoings 
  and determination of never hurting others again. 
8. Exert the manifestation of universal joy. 
9. Never fight back for hurt received. 

 
10. Disclose an act of Maitreyanity, indicating the move by the  

true conscience. 
11. Bring happiness, hope, delight, and confidence to others, thus     
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allowing optimism, courage, persistence, initiation, warmth,  
kindness, harmony and laughter to follow. 

12. Bear no grudges, nor act unfairly, nor be discontented with friends. 
 
    Benevolent action is free from unhealthy obsessions such as 
self-denial, jealousy, and mistrust. To be compassionate one will 
dismiss the unnecessary conflicts, inexcusable greed and 
uncontrollable fantasies.  When kindness and benevolence are 
being exercised one will not quaver with aggravation, fear and 
disappointment. 
    The span of life on Earth is short. One may pass away but 
your loving-kindness from the core of the conscience will 
continuously sustain and remain on Earth.  This notion of 
fondness may amplify and be passed along by kind-hearted people 
and exert indefinitely.  The pursuit of righteous means is 
inevitable. A departure from the doting tenderness of compassion 
is indeed an act against the conscience.  Therefore strive to serve 
one’s neighbor, society, and most importantly one’s country with 
sincerity and guided kindness of Maitreya.  Hence universal 
salvation will be gained. 
 

Happiness for all 
Reveals a perfect sign of benevolence  

 
The motto of Maitreya is to be happy at all time.  He believes that 

the ideal way to survive life is not to create resistance or elicit 
counter-reaction under all circumstances.  The “Way” of Maitreya 
enables the unity of the world through the acts of benevolence and 
compassion.  There will be no conflicts between countries, races, 
and religions, because these will defeat the harmony and the accord 
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among the people.  When peace and harmony are in existence, 
discrimination of differential natures such as varied sex, age, race 
and beliefs will be discarded.  All inhabitable beings will become 
one family.  They will act for the good of others.  Universal peace 
and joy are ensured.  People will enjoy prosperity as a result of 
cohesive harmony in the pursuit of ethical and righteous means. 
 Unison in an affluent society will bring good fortune to all.  No 
stealing, fraud, brutality or conflicts will be found.  People who 
confuse offense with defense and aggression with protection invariably 
deplete their resources.  Therefore without hostility and in a state of 
absolute serenity and amicability, one will experience the 
compassionate affinity, Buddha affinity and Tao affinity.  When one is 
relieved from earthly entanglement and free from the ordeals of birth, 
aging, ailment, and death, a complete happiness will be secured.  The 
system of self-cultivation involved calming the mind by eliminating the 
turmoil of thoughts and emotions that cloud the inner vision.  When 
the mind is freed from distracting clutter and while inner calm and 
clarity have been achieved an individual is able to regain the original 
self, ready to reside close to Laomu.  Therefore one should be thankful 
and content with the blessings of Buddha Maitreya.  Our gratitude to 
the mercy and kindness of the Creative Force is in order.

 3. The brightest conscience:    Be reflective and judge no others. 
 4. The perfect conscience:     Be thankful for the grace of God. 
 5. The truthful conscience:    Be unattached and unconditional. 
 6. The kindest conscience:     Be kind and caring. 
 7. The beautiful conscience:    Be happy and joyful. 
 8. The boundless conscience:  Be unchained by the cycle of destiny. 
 9. The happiest conscience:    Be cheerful and humane. 
10. The liberated conscience:   Be free and in the state of true void. 
11. The profound conscience:   Be invincible above all matters. 
12. The honorable conscience:  Be infinite and eternal.

It touches the inner heart of all 
beings.  Therefore enjoy the soothing bliss of the Heavenly 
Universe, or the earthly Buddha Land.

Be rid of the three major agonies in life 

Harmony and Peace will prevail 
 

The world is full of unresolved miseries related to: 
 1. Natural calamities:  
   Typhoon, torrential rain, flood, drought, heatstroke, chill,   

disease, famine and earthquake. 
 2. Human catastrophes:   
   Hunger, thirst, freeze, fever, disease, aging, handicap and death. 
 3. Inflicted disasters among fellow men: 
   Control, deprivation, harm, confinement, molestation, 

injury, isolation, hatred, slander, envy, detestation, 
bragging, covetousness and gossip. 

 
    To be rid of the threat of the above adversities, and 
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embrace a world full of love, happiness and wealth is indeed 
an ideal.  This kind of life is hard to come by.  Nevertheless 
Maitreya, the Happy Buddha, the Lucky Buddha, the 
Compassionate Buddha is able to eliminate the mishaps and 
improve the conditions.  This renowned Buddha is the 
pioneer and practitioner of all virtues.  He is the creator of 
universal unity, the originator of vegetarians and the driving 
force behind human rights, freedom, and democracy.  
Maitreya can lead us to end all earthly pains.  He is loved by 
all believers and non-believers alike. 

 
The significance of the Human Right of conscience 
The oneness of each person is originated from Heaven. 

Such divine entity should rightly deserve 
Equal respect from all. 

 
Each individual is not a separate entity, but a part of the 

underlying whole. One possesses the emanated spirit of Laomu, 
the original source.  This self-sufficient being should be treated 
with the utmost respect.  Since all beings come from the same 
origin, there should be no segregation of any kind.  People 
should have a right to enjoy peace and free from being attacked, 
deprived, harmed, maligned, controlled, deceived, envied, 
despised, deserted, and abused.  This is the ‘Human Right of 
conscience’. Any offence of such is an act of disrespect to the part 
of Laomu within the inner self of others, and similarly, an insult to 
one’s true conscience. 

 
The significance of the freedom of conscience 

Having peace of mind, without guilt, nor blame, 
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Nor hurt is the freedom of conscience. 
 

    The freedom of movement and mobility is gained when 
there is no trace of embarrassment, humiliation, or suspicion.  
The freedom of conscience will be achieved when one is free from 
greed, delusory thoughts, aggravation, and attachment.  This 
person will expel the feelings of hate, blame, discontentment, and 
injustice.  Ideally, one will want to be rid of jealousy, doubt, 
conflict, selfishness, and egoism.  Finally, allow the ills of 
stubbornness, arrogance and discrimination to be disposed.  
When one is free from the suffering of all these afflictions, there 
will be no attachment to the phenomenal self.  One must see 
through that the being we call self is nothing but the accumulation 
of Karma.  As such it is impermanent.  Once we are rid of this 
fixation we have about ourselves we will experience the great 
liberation of selflessness.  From selflessness, we can then find our 
true self.  This true self is our timeless Buddha nature, or our true 
conscience. 
    One may be taught to think of freedom as something one has.  
It is actually the absence of material and emotional attachment 
that bring about the freedom and meaning into life.  Let go of 
desires and possessions.  Thus the feelings of absolute freedom, 
independence and assurance will emerge.  It is in such a state 
that a person will warrant total relief.  If the physical is free and 
that the mind is not liberated this kind of freedom is just pretense.  
It is only by the freedom of both the body and heart that one will 
retrieve the real nature of eternal peace and the essence of life. 
Therefore continue to seek for liberation by being selfless and 
work tirelessly to help others to achieve this freedom. 
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Achieving democracy through the conscience 
Acting rightfully, sensibly and selflessly 

With justice and truth 
 
    Most frequently energy is wasted in propping up own 
concepts, defending them and convincing others to believe in 
them.  Once the folly of this is realized, selfish intentions will 
be renounced.  People will accept, cope, and support changes 
where and when they occur.  Eventually, everyone will follow 
the principle of Tao, the ultimate truth.  There will be genuine 
respect for fairness, righteousness and justice.  No segregation 
of any kind will emerge.  The world is conformed to 
uniformity that all men will be treated alike. Matters of vanity, 
manipulation, and domination will not take root.  People will 
have choice in mobility to sustain peace and harmony.  The 
decisions become astute because they are based on dynamic, 
evolving reality, and not on fixed or wishful thinking.  
Success in putting the needs of populace before your own will 
most certainly achieve a better perspective in life.  This is 
what democracy through self-governing conscience is about.  
Hence if humankind is filled with ideas of human rights, 
freedom of conscience and democracy of conscience, the 
peaceful land of Maitreya, or Heavenly Kingdom will be found. 
 

A truthful conscience is always genuine 
This conscience will have neither limit

    Maitreya was the “Ever Wisdom Light Deity” in one of 
His many reincarnations.  After helplessly enduring seven 
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days of flooding and famine, two rabbits, a mother and son 
wanted to rescue him.  They sacrificed and burned themselves 
to provide food, hoping that this martyrdom enabled the Deity 
to continue His holy task.  Eventually, the sad incident was 
brought to His attention.  He grieved earnestly for their loss 
and vowed to abstain from meat permanently and never to kill 
again.  Due to His numerous acts of kindness Maitreya 
became Bodhisattva Maitreya( ).  He had appeared in 
this world as Fu Dai-shi( ЄЂ), the monk of Bou Dai(Ӂ ế

Ữ), and the Supreme Patriarch Jin Gong( е ).  People 
from generation to generation continue to pay homage to this saint. 
    Maitreya appears and reappears many times on Earth by the 
commission of the Almighty God.  He serves both the celestial and 
human worlds with the Tao of benevolence and compassion.  He 
endeavors to revive the compassionate origin, which is buried 
within the inner mind of man.  Maitreya tries to animate affection 
through expression of the smile and kindness, in words, thoughts 
and deeds.  The Tao of Maitreya was transmitted only from one 
patriarch to the next patriarch.  That is why it is called “the Sacred 
Dharma of Heavenly Decree” The transmission of this Secret 
Dharma preserved the lineage to the Sixty-third Patriarch Jin Gong.  
The chain of dissemination then went to the Supreme Masters, the 
Sixty-fourth generation of Tao lineage.  Subsequently, it was 
passed onto His Holiness Grand Master Wang.  Upon Heavenly 
grace, the Sacred Dharma was decreed by Laomu to be transmitted 
to the public during the time of Patriarch Jin Gong.  
    The doctrine of Maitreya Great Tao is simple but essential to 
one’s life.  Through Heavenly Decree, the “Holy Initiation” by the 
master opens the gate to Heaven.    The consummation of Tao 
allows the receivers to be reconnected with the Almighty God, 
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Laomu, who will directly convey to firm believers the real essence 
in life.  The enlightenment revives the divine part of God inherent 
in all beings.  This part of our being is the most complete and 
perfect entity.  It is neither arising nor perishing.  This inner self is 
profoundly omnipotent, possessing equal and non-dual wisdom.  
By now one must realize that the ultimate truth and real happiness 
cannot be secured from the external.  It is because all created 
substance as fame, wealth, status and emotions will exist 
momentarily by way of affinity.  What is real is already embedded 
within the ‘True Self’.  The inherent conscience is the only 
permanent and authentic part of humans.  This unique part of the 
Creative force is also called the Mother of all Buddha, the 
Teacher of all sutras, the King of Dharma, the Root of Heaven 
and Earth, and the Origin of all creatures. Hence there is no 
need to look for the truth externally, but to go within and 
rediscover the Buddha, the Tao, and the true conscience in the 
essence of the mind. 
    “Benevolence” Heart Dharma will work wonders and exist 
as billions of harmonious functions in the noumenon (original 
nature) of Tao.  Love and compassionate conscience will 
survive the world and are superior to all.  The omnipotence of 
benevolence is infinite and boundless.  However, all these will 
only continue to flow through our lives when humankind 
passes it on.  If elements of compassion govern the evolution 
of nature and the functions of the senses, world peace will 
there and then be sustained.  Hence the Pure land of Maitreya 
is within reach. 
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Universal love is invincible 
Universal love is benevolent-foolishness. 

It is the root of all virtues, 
 And the origin of Buddhas and Saints. 

 
 Universal love is the ultimate dharma and the source of all 
virtues.  Maitreya is the embodiment of universal love.  The word 
“compassion” contains the essence engraved in the “Heart Sutra” 
and the “Heart Dharma”.  It depicts the marvel of righteousness 
upon which that one should follow, and a way that buddhas and 
saints should lead.  It is because of this kindness of God that the 
cosmos is created so that lives can take place.  It is for such a 
reason that Laomu creates the mountains and the rivers for the 
creatures to roam.  Clouds and rain are present where living 
things can be nurtured.  All come to be and strike a balance on 
Earth, and thus all living creatures can co-exist harmoniously in 
the created Kingdom of God. 
 The Heavenly Kingdom, the world of the Divine manifested 
because of this universal love.  The kindness of God to 
humankind is exhibited through the work of the compassionate 
Maitreya.  He comes to revive such love and changes our world 
into the Pure Land.  This helps to regain our divine root so that 
we are able to reunite with the Heavenly Mother, Laomu.  These 
are the practices of the “Invincible Heart Dharma” 
 The virtues of compassion are displayed when the five 
integral elements of the material world (Х )pÉ  metal ( ), wood 
(Ѥ), water (Ѭ), fire (ѭ), and earth (Ё) are sustained.  Similarly, 
when the five precepts (Хᶹ )pÉ killing( ), theft ( ), sexual 
misconduct ( ), delusory thoughts (ָ), and intoxication ( )  are 
subdued.  Additionally, humankind will find ways to uphold the 
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five abiding rules (Х ) of humanity (Ч), rectitude ( ), propriety 
( ), wisdom ( ), and faith (‒ ).  Therefore with amiable 
expressions and wishful acts of fondness throughout the three 
sentient worlds will intensify the inner thoughts of kindness. 
 Maitreya is the symbol of eternal love.  That is why He is also 
named as the Buddha of Compassion or the Benevolent-foolishness.  
His inexhaustible compassion is the materialized love of Laomu.  
He surrenders all His actions and thoughts to God, allowing His 
conscious self to see, hear, smell, speak, act and think through the 
Creator.  He never parts from the will of the Almighty, for He is 
the embodiment of the Divine.  His love is found everywhere, 
filling the emptiness of the crumbled world. 
 The noble sublimity of Maitreya resembles that of the infinite 
Laomu.  For countless attempts, He points to the direction of the 
immeasurable Love of the Original Source.  As the designated 
One for the mission of universal salvation, He brings hope and 
happiness to all.  He will change the world of darkness into the 
Kingdom of the divine, and eventually guide all good souls to 
return to the real home from where they originated. 
 The integrity of this Buddha lies in His continued practice of 
the benevolence-foolishness, that is, never to fight back for abuses 
received.  In the same manner wholeheartedly assists others and 
asks for nothing in return.  This is the authentic love of the 
“Invincible Heart Dharma”.  Such teaching had never been 
revealed by any buddha or saint, nor documented in any 
scriptures or archives. 
 Throughout history, cultivators tried to subdue their thoughts, 
emotions, and desires.  Benevolent-foolishness embraced them all.  
Instead of having to renounce or suppress these emotions, kind 
thoughts and behavior are generated through expressions of the 
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divine love and the inspiration of compassion and wisdom.  
Therefore gratification of the ego will never take root.  This is to 
say that heart-felt thoughts, emotions and desires of a benevolent 
one are gestures of affection, being percolated through the inner 
conscience.  This is by far an essential way to cultivate and indeed 
a true act of love of God. 
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The thoughts, forms, emotions and desires of a benevolent one 
 

The three thoughts of a benevolent one: 
A benevolent one refers wisely upon events of the Past, 

Present and Future. 
 

Time unfolds the past, present and future events of one’s life.  
How to make good use of these references is important.  Most of 
us live our lives in memories of the past and anticipation of the 
future.  Only rarely do we touch the timeless dimension of the 
present.  All past events bring you to what you are not.  
Therefore fear not for the past.  Find the bliss of today and work 
hard for the future.  However one should let the future be open.  
Do not expect.  Just leave it unknown and unpredictable.  Do not 
try in any way to make it permanent.  The nature of life is change. 
We have to flow with the nature of life, with compassion, with Tao, 
and with the ultimate law of existence.  Be in tuned with it 
without expectations.  Each moment will then bring new joy, new 
experiences and new life.  Understand that every aspect builds 
the structure of one’s life, and develops the characteristics in Tao 
cultivation.  A benevolent one always refers to their inner 
thoughts with compassion, honesty and bliss.  A person whose 
love is always flowing and who is not confined by expectations has 
no boundaries. 

 
“Past Heart” 

Transcending the self 
 
 Entangled incidents are disclosed when one ponders the past.  
A benevolent one will exercise constant reflection, repent past ills 
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and change for the better.  There may be harmful conflicts, insults, 
malice, abuses, incriminations, denials and belittlements.  Try not 
to cling onto these unnecessary hurts.  Be forgiven, let go and 
walk forward.  They are but hindrances.  Pleasant and 
unpleasant issues are but experiences.  Follow the conditions and 
nature of sentient beings.  Go by the middle-way. Be in a state of 
equanimity, without preference or aversion. One who is 
enlightened looks upon all matters with compassion in a spirit of 
complete balance.  Just remember regular reflection will refine 
one’s character.  Sincere repentance, and annulling sins will 
ensure a peace of mind. 
 

“Present Heart” 
Living the moment of happiness 

 
 Be mindful in the encounters of the present.  Under all 
circumstances try to lead people to Tao with rightful reasoning.  
Bear the consequences of Tao Cultivation without complaints.  
Stand bravely to face all hardships with no remorse or blame.  
Understand that to serve with unlimited compassion for universal 
salvation is a matter of one’s duty to the Creative Force.  He who 
serves God will want nothing and ask for nothing.  Sincerely 
shoulder the odds that plagued, hence the gratitude for the grace 
of Heaven is much expressed.   
 
                        “Future Heart” 

Having faith for a brighter future 
 
    One with a benevolent heart of the future strives to bring 
about a better life to all.  This person will concern oneself in 
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materializing the motto of “benevolence-foolishness” of the Heart 
Dharma.  Cherishing the grace of the Holy Guarantee of the 
Supreme Father and the Holy Redemption of the Supreme Mother, 
a benevolent one devotes selflessly in propagating the doctrine of 
Maitreya.  One sees difficulties but does not forsake them.  The 
whole person is filled with faith and fortitude to accomplish the 
Holy Mission.  By exerting consistently with gaiety, courage, and 
optimism the qualities of benevolent-foolishness unfold.  Such a 
radiant nature glorifies the Almighty and endows goodness 
wherever one goes. 
 

The four forms of a benevolent one are represented by 
The “I”,  the “Man”,  the “Universal Entity” and the “Man of Longevity” 

 
    Activities of the intellect concerned with either perceptible 
objects or meritorious acts are only done with a mind attached to 
external forms.  Merits accrued from practices having perceptible 
forms (דצ) are superficial and inferior to practices having no 
perceptible forms(  True merits need not be accrued.  A  .(ד
benevolent one always allows the inherent conscience to guide all 
moves of the perceptible forms.  Therefore such a person will be 
indiscriminate and unbiased. 
 

The “I” 
The truly dignified cultivator respects and honors the conscience self. 

 
 Life is devoted to the constant realization of self, as one 
knows oneself to be.  Understanding the divine nature within 
everyone is the inheritance of the conscience spirit.  This inner 
conscience is the treasure of all treasures, and the king of all kings.  
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At the spiritual center each entity is a resemblance of the Creator.  
This is due to each person having a part of the Creative force, or a 
spark of God.  This specific innate self, “I”, is the most pure, 
happy, free, enlightened and the bright portion of a person.  This 
Oneness can also be of nothing.  Among the defiled, it cannot be 
spoiled.  Among the pure, it does not attach to purity.  Among 
the deluded, it does not go astray.  Among the enlightened, it 
does not attach to enlightenment.  It is neither divine nor earthly.  
It maintains its sublime nature with nothing more or less.  This is 
the manifestation of the compassion of Laomu.  Reawakening this 
oneness with the source of love and having the will to reach out in 
compassionate services to others is a genuine love for God. 
 
 

The “Man” 
Seeing others as an identical image of self, 

 treating all beings as family 
 
 The benevolent “Man” will see the emanated spirit of Laomu 
within others as a self-image produced by the same source.  The 
whole world will therefore exist as one.  In this light, all men 
should be treated as equal.  They will be looked upon in the same 
manner, with equal-minded base, which is universal and 
undistinguishable.  In turn, one will feel the pain and suffering of 
others as one’s own.  He will rejoice when others are enjoying a 
good life, benefiting, and being blessed and favored.  He will 
respond fondly to the needs of others.  Understanding that all 
men exist as one, a wider prospective of acceptance is concurred, 
having to include rather than segregate.  The sense of ego places 
low experience on selfless love, a benign love that embraces others 
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as well as oneself.  Consequently, the world will become one big 
family and people will live in harmony.   
 

The “Universal Entity” 
Extending universal happiness to all 
The embodiment of Maitreya prevails 

 
One of the greatest qualities of a benevolent one is his 

universal entity.  His warm-hearted nature, his intense devotion 
to selflessness, and his lasting fortitude to glorify God enable him 
to endure all hardships at ease.  He reverts the glory and success 
to Laomu.  Under awkward and extreme situations he remains in 
grace and dignity.  His actions and speeches accord to the needs 
of others.  Knowing and practicing the benevolent characteristics 
of the universal entity, the spirit of Maitreya lives in him.  He is 
therefore the embodiment of Maitreya. 
 

The “Man of longevity” 
Attaining eternity by infinite love 

 
 In the material world where all things decay and wither, 
death is inevitable.  But death of the physical may not necessarily 
terminate life.  For example, many buddhas and saints who have 
set foot on earth live eternally.  They see living and dying in a 
totally different manner.  They incarnate life after life to guide 
men out of their miseries.  Their endless love and mercy for all 
beings together with their energy and spirit of goodness enable 
them to exert a continuous cycle of life and death.  Their purpose 
of coming to life is for universal salvation.  Death to the physical 
is just a renewal of life. 
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 As men search for ways to prolong life, trying to avoid the 
inevitable, longevity can be meaningless when it is only meant for 
self-aggrandizement.  When man indulges in such, he does not 
see the real joy of life, or its significance.  Due to worldly 
attachments, man fears death and suffers as a result.  But when 
man comes to realize the omnipotence of the divine love, he will 
live forever.  Like a benevolent one, he comes into life and departs 
joyfully.  The driving force of his divine love brings eternity.  
Thus his rebirth continues for many lives to follow.  Eternal life 
then means having to extend universal love that does not change 
in the past, present, or future.  It does not die or exhaust because 
it is the essence of the divine love. 
 

The Seven Emotions of a Benevolent One 
 

 Emotion is energy in motion.  When the energy is moved, 
you create certain effects.  When the emotion of a person is 
controlled by evil means of lust and the ego, reactions that are 
triggered will cause pain, worries and escalate the growth of sins. 
These are perhaps the misfortunate consequences of the karmic 
cycle.  On the other hand, when emotions are expressed by the 
divine love, one will be blessed by the source of true happiness.  
Hence this person is beginning to set foot in the direction of saints, 
sages and buddhas. 
 

Happiness 
Comes from the ability to promote Tao 

It also comes from giving and sacrificing 
 
    People want to make sense of their lives.  At times we are 
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quite confident that we are on the right track.  We feel moments 
of joy, dedication, determination and relief.  Occasionally we may 
roam about aimlessly as we grope blindly to define our goal.  Are 
we looking for some outward forms of gratification, measuring up 
to the common yardsticks of society for success and happiness?  
We must understand that material wealth and power will not 
necessarily provide full satisfaction in life.  Many things in our 
daily lives, as important as they may seem, are but transitory 
occurrences and will perish by way of affinity.  True happiness 
can only be built on the acts of giving and sacrificing with no 
concern of repayment.  These are done selflessly for the 
betterment of someone else.  This undoubtedly is love at the 
highest capacity.   Love is shared without recompense.  It is 
completely undemanding, not possessive and selfless.  Therefore 
give generously even if our love may not be reciprocated, or worse 
still, one may be hurt in return.  Thus, it is in this spirit that true 
happiness is gained. 
 

Anger 
Stern and righteous, he stands on the ground of goodness. 
Raging with compassion, he warns against lurking dangers. 

 
Anger is a manifestation of insecurity.  It is learned and 

assumes cultural characteristics.  It may be a response to 
frustration.  It can be instinctive and relates to humankind 
“animal nature”. Social behavior can be learned from external 
environment inputs.  People may get angry because their goal is 
interrupted or perhaps a point differences.  Anger is necessary to 
discharge negative energy.  Nevertheless, this energy should be 
dissolved so that anger is projected in safe outlet.  It will probably 
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be dissolved in love and forgiveness.   Hence Human emotions 
can be altered to calming influences and restraint. 
 A benevolent one will not be angry for being mistreated or 
insulted, nor will one engage in self-indulgences or self-seeking 
behaviors.  Temper is raised for clarification and improvement of 
wrong upon those who follow and those who lead.  This is 
benevolence being sent off with acts of kindness, wisdom and 
courage.  When anger is exhibited with such mercy there is 
rightful balance between love and hate.  It is a support in times of 
darkness, handling problems when they appear and letting go 
when they are done.  There will never be a moment of clinging 
emotions.  All things are done as circumstances permit.  Such 
nature is merely fulfilling the part of the behavior that a 
benevolent one should portray. 
 
                           Grief 
               Tough on oneself, but soft on others. 
 
    A benevolent one often feels inadequate of devotion, blaming 
oneself for not doing enough for others.  When being slandered or 
tormented one will not resent.  On the contrary, with much 
patience, understanding and love, he grieves for the offenders of 
their anger and aggression.  A benevolent one will sympathize 
whole-heartedly, and pray for forgiveness for the ignorance and 
misplaced priority of the perpetrator.  Simultaneously, 
self-reflection will be tendered.  Hopefully all sadness or 
misunderstanding will in the end be diffused.  With 
loving-kindness and genuine grief the sound of goodwill and 
coherence will echo and rebound. 
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Fear 
 No one can avoid the inevitable, and death may come any time. 

Seize the present moment, and bring all beings to Tao. 
     

Karma is never blind to deeds committed. The concept of “we 
reap just what we sow” is in fact the law of karma.  There are 
consequences trailing every thought and act.  Knowing this, one 
should be aware of all evils and vices. 
    A benevolent one fears for not being able to resolve past 
wrongs and sins.  Being a layman there is the fear of not being 
able to receive the message of Tao.  For all sentient beings there is 
also the fear of separation from Laomu.  God had given us the 
freedom of choice.  We fear that we may have defied God by 
choosing ways that are not in Her nature. In the present time of 
spiritual evolution we should live in accord with our divine 
conscience.  Have faith in Laomu and pray fervently to the 
Almighty God.  Our fear will eventually disappear and one builds 
into the eternal realm that will never end.  One should aim to 
rejoin Laomu by aligning our purposes in line with Her.  Be a 
partner of God in the work of universal salvation.  Only the 
spiritual side is everlasting, and that side must be the benchmark 
upon which we measure the purpose of our lives.  Therefore fear 
no more. 
 

Love 
Every moment with thoughts of love. 

Every act with loving thoughts . 
Always give with endless love. 

Never bear with malicious thoughts. 
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    Love is not abstraction but a spectrum of energy.  We bear 
the imprint of the Divine love.  One attribution of this divine 
spirit that resides at the center of our being is its impulse to reveal 
itself; to make it felt through our actions.  Therefore “love thy 
neighbor as thyself”.  Love is giving with no expectations.  Give 
hope and happiness to those who need comforting.  Be 
sympathetic and less critical about imperfections.  Humor is a 
wonderful form of joy, an expression of one’s unlimited love for 
the human race.  A smile, as that of Maitreya, is the shortest 
distance to transmit love.  When you love, you will fear nothing.  
Love is not ownership.  It is unconditional.  It finds no fault in 
others.  Love can grow and bloom in the most adverse conditions.  
It is like fluid.  It fills up crevices and empty space of its own 
accord.  Love arises on the basis of a clear recognition of the 
existence of the other person, and a genuine respect for the welfare 
and rights of others.  Therefore feel free to love.  Give 
wholeheartedly with no trace, until nothing is left in one’s own.  
Reach out with love and impartial compassion to help others.  In 
this way you are beginning to touch God within yourself.  This is 
a way to reveal the mercy of Laomu, the blessing of Maitreya and 
the kindness of the Supreme Masters. 
 

Dislike 
Dislike the vice within oneself by repenting. 

Dislike the vice within others by putting it right. 
 
 A benevolent one detests his misbehaviors and sins.  
Constantly engage in self-reflection and act to right those wrongs.  
At times when people bring threats to the Tao Field and its 
members, proper solutions have to be warranted to wipe out those 
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undesirable situations.  Ensure Buddha nature converts evil 
beings into saints and sages.  Be on guard and protect the Temple 
of God with understanding, wisdom, and love. 
 

Desires 
Desires are endless emotions. 

Use such emotions to attain altruistic activities. 
 
 Desires, which are evoked by temptation and self-fulfillment, 
will allow the ego to lead a person astray.  A benevolent one will 
turn these delusive passions to cultivate Tao.  This person will 
conform to the standard with spiritual fulfillment, and act for the 
benefit of others.  Additionally, sacrifices are made to renounce 
earthly passions, the desires of the physical, and even life itself to 
attain altruistic activities of bodhisattvas.  It is by such passion 
that many sages are enlightened.  It is by this stubbornness that 
one gains victory over trials by the evils and tribulations in life. 
 
                  The Six Sensual Desires 
 
 The sensual desires are inborn passions of the human nature.  
They remain as substantiated parts of us as long as we live.  One 
needs to understand that the nature of desire is neither good nor 
bad.  It is just “it”.  All these phenomenal things are subject to 
changes.  Like water, it can overturn a rocking boat or support its 
sturdy journey.  By the same token, desires that are selfish and 
evil are barriers to one’s spiritual awareness.  Nevertheless, those 
who are righteous and selfless will enhance spiritual growth. 
 When buddhas and saints come to this world, they have 
desires like ordinary people.  The enlightened ones yearn for the 
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good of all beings.  They wish for salvation not for themselves 
alone, but for the entire universe.  Ordinary folks may be 
enslaved by sensual drives, causing pains and resulting in the 
karmic cycle of life and death.  The desires of a benevolent one are 
magnanimous, altruistic, compassionate, warm-hearted, and 
humanitarian-spirited. 
 

The Eyes 
The eyes of benevolence, unaffected by visual consciousness; 
Can only see the sins in one self, but overlook those of others. 

Unaffected by perceptions, and without weighing the differences; 
All forms become the noble essence of Laomu. 

 
Many times we are caught up with what we see and tend to 

notice the ill-assorted or the incompatibility of others.  One may 
resent, becoming harsh and critical on matters, which do not meet 
up with one’s expectations.  As a Maitreyanist, one should not be 
affected by such visual consciousness.  This is because everything 
in true nature is a creation of the Almighty. 
 A benevolent one can easily identify self-mistakes, 
weaknesses, and sins.  Under severe scrutiny, the determination 
to change the negative is destined.  However, with the wrongs of 
others, a more forgiving attitude will be taken. 
 A benevolent one has no specific preferences on daily 
encounters of life.  All matters, good or bad, are looked upon as 
ordinary, and the midway is usually taken.  The realm of the 
absolute truth of the “Middle Way” is without the duality of self 
versus environment or purity versus delusion.  That person will 
also act with equanimity and let events unfold as they should.   
Beauty is found within that person, not by the outlook, but by the 
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inner depth of one’s mind. Age is obviously not an issue, and as 
one grows in gradual maturity, refinement of the inner conscience 
becomes evident.  It is because each portion of consciousness is 
restored to the original fine point.  People with inner beauty see 
wonders everywhere around them.  These include the mountains 
and the rivers, the sun and the moon, the flowers and the plants, 
the sand and the rocks.  This is because this person appreciates 
the natural wonders of Laomu with an open mind.  Taking the 
rich and the poor, the beautiful and the ugly, the ignorant and the 
intelligent as indistinguishable beings, a benevolent one respects 
them all and with no limit. 
 

The Ears  
The ears of benevolence, unaffected by sound, 

Hears only one’s sins, but not those of the others 
Unaffected by the words and not annoyed by sayings, 

Cause all these are voices from Heavenly Laomu. 
 
 A benevolent one hears the sounds from all encounters of the 
world.  He cautiously listens to his inner voice, admonishing his 
misdeeds and swindled thoughts.  Screening all hearings, he 
never yields to gossip or enjoys hearing the wrongs of others.  He 
does not topple over with words of praise.  Nonetheless when 
disgraced or falsely accused, he will not be angry.  In the state of 
conscience happiness, love and liberty, all sounds will be pleasing 
to the ear and chanting with marvels. 
 

The Mouth 
The words of benevolence speak of self-misdeeds 

and never the faults of others. 
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Words of love sparkle with enlightenment 
Blessings that come through these words 

 will bring happiness to the world. 
 

A benevolent person will hold responsibility to whatever one 
says.  It is because the words from the mouth may have numerous 
repercussions on the receivers.  A listener may turn into a Buddha 
or a sinner depending on what put forth and the subsequent 
interpretation.  Spiteful words from the mouth are like an 
invisible knife.  It will cause harm unethically if not properly 
delivered.  Therefore speaking is an Art upon which people 
should not overlook its effect on others.

Wild talks are those insincere and sweet talks.  These are words, 
which over elaborate the facts and distort the reality.  The falsified 
expressions are commonly found at gatherings.  Some people just 
like to overstate matters either to make it sound better or worst.  
Therefore one should follow Maitreya who always plays dumb, 
acting humbly and giving way to insults as in benevolent- 
foolishness. 
     A benevolent one delivers the invincible Heart Dharma of 
Maitreya. His words of love and compassion are like showers in 
the spring, drenching the dry lands and comforting the lonely 
souls.  He speaks with words of hope, confidence, happiness, 
optimism, challenge, determination, enthusiasm, thankfulness, 
encouragement, comfort, warmth, love, joy and peace. 
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The Tongue 
Unspoiled by taste, illness stays away. 

Unattached to taste that is the way. 
Eat for the health and not for the taste, 

Only the unspoiled can truly taste. 
 
   The purpose of eating is for health reasons.  We drink to 
quench our thirst, and eat to satisfy our hunger.  Drinking and 
eating are the very basic needs of the body.  It is to say we eat in 
order to live.  Therefore to consume by desire is gluttony.  
Devouring in excess is greed.  All these are harmful to the body.  
Furthermore, creatures of the sky, land or ocean should not be 
eaten for any reason.  It is because consuming them is actually a 
direct or indirect engagement of killing.  One should realize that 
other beings may appear differently from humans, but they too are 
living creatures of the universe.  One should understand that all 
living entities have a soul that is inherent from Laomu.  A truly 
kind-hearted person will not bear to harm them.  The Almighty 
God has generously supplied ample food for all, and allows the 
environment to maintain equilibrium.  This balance is destroyed, 
especially in an affluent society.  Animals kill by natural instinct; 
unfortunately, humans kill in order to satisfy their gustatory 
consciousness. 
 There are many things other than animals that can maintain 
bodily health.  For instance, grains, nuts, fruits, vegetables, and 
herbs all provide sufficient nutrients essential for good health.  A 
benevolent one is therefore a vegetarian.  One should remember 
all that Laomu provides; the nurturing from heaven and earth and 
the contributions from farmers should all be appreciated and 
thankful for.

            Olfactory consciousness of a benevolent one 
           Will not be charmed by man-made fragrances. 
 
 Aromas of meat do not allure a benevolent one. Neither will 
he indulge in man-made fragrances to arouse the pleasure of the 
senses.  He enjoys the natural scent of nature from trees, herbage 
plants, flowers, grains, vegetables, and fruits provided by Laomu.  
A benevolent one, whose heart is filled with the spirit of kindness, 
will spontaneously produce incomparable odor and fill the air with 
sweet fragrances. 
 
                         The Body 
                 Uncontrolled by bodily desires, 
                 Unattached by sensual drives, 
                  The flesh is a tool of Laomu, 
         Bringing universal salvation as heavenly desired. 
 
 A benevolent one renounces any form of bodily desire, but 
dedicates selflessly to global salvation.  His energy is not focused 
on the appearances of fashion, or the comfort of luxury.  Being 
free from the illusions of fame, prestige, power and wealth, 
complete freedom and true tranquility is gained.  He is not 
attached to self-images or sensual pleasure, but only sees the 
divine spirit in all things.  Therefore discrimination of any form, 
class, age, or gender will not be found.  Every gesture made will 
naturally touch the hearts of many.  By awakening the oneness of 
others, the inner essence becomes one with Heaven, the way of Tao 
and the spirit of benevolence will be revealed. 
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The mind that cannot be hampered 
Benevolence is the key to eternity. 

When the mind is of conscience love,  
there is an endless source of divinity. 

All forms, sounds, smells, speeches, tastes, acts, 
And thoughts will work wonders and  
contribute towards the Holy Mission. 

This is a sign of appreciation to the Supreme Masters. 
 

 A benevolent mind perceives all matters with mercy.  
Therefore the benevolent one experiences natural wonders in the 
eyes, nose, mouth, acts, and thoughts.  For this reason, delusory 
thoughts through the senses will be rejected.

    One must realize that creative revelations of technology, along 
with emphasis on humanities, are not means in an end.  It is just 
the beginning process to a blissful life.  Regardless of superb 
material triumph, spiritual fulfillment, technical advancement, or 
multifarious humanities diversity, if one cannot bring peace to the 
world, stability to a nation, prosperity to a society, nor happiness 
to a family, then the so-called successes are of no significant value.  
This is because they are not answers to one’s inner craving for 
absolution. 
    Before exploring the real meaning of success, one must fully 
understand the real purpose of living.  Apart from the buddhas, 
the bodhisattvas, and the saints, since the dawn of humankind, 
how many people have really apprehended the dignity of human 
life, the true essence of survival, and the contextual qualities of 
living?  How many can ignore social expectations and avoid 
slavery to materialism? Can any one blindly accept the hurtful 
circumstances of survival?  How does a person refrain from the 
foul up by egoistic possessions in material and spiritual gains?  
Can we cut through the confusion and get hold of the fundamental 
essence from which a true purpose can emerge into clear focus?  
Is success a raw ambition of self-aggrandizement?  Is achievement 
being defined as solid foundation in a career, a happy home and a 
life among good and caring friends?  These goals are undoubtedly 
laudable.  Like many good things in life, as important as they may 
seem, they are transitory and perishable.  These goals can be 
shallow, superficial, and self-centered.  We are clearly aware of 
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the deficiencies that have an impact on life.  But how many 
people can avoid falling into these traps?  How many can 
recognize the fact that we live for the success of our souls? How 
are we to go about with the elevation of souls?  Now you are 
beginning to make sense.  At last, we finally connect with the 
thoughts of Buddha Maitreya.  
 

The dignity and sanctity of life 
Cannot be satisfied by materialistic 

or spiritual triumphs 
 
    Among the six billion people of the world, regardless of varied 
conditions, the amplitude of dignity and respectability of life are of 
no difference.  Referring to that of the birds, fishes and all other 
animals, which of these lives are unworthy of our respect?  Bear 
in mind that all creations of God are born equal.  What has 
prompted the higher order beings to kill and slaughter with no 
remorse?  Is it because of sheer ignorance on the part of the 
human to be conscious of such respect? 
    According to the book of Genesis, God made men based on His 
own image. Buddha Shakyamuni ( ᴋҼ) said, “Upon Heaven 
and Earth, I am the most Supreme One”  Tze-see (І≈) in the 
book of Mean (М ) said; “Our Inner Spirit is endowed by God; 
the truthfulness of our Sacred Conscience is called Tao.”  What 
have you learned from all these words of the “Way” hinted by the 
Enlightened? 
    God created humans which base closely to His image and the 
ultimate virtues of dignity.  These are represented by the most 
superior (ᴟ ϱ), respectable ( ), noble ( ), divine ( ), pious ( ), 
brilliant (ԏὙ), absolute ( ), substantial (҉ ), refined (ᶙּר), real 
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( ), compassionate ( ), beautiful (ּר), eternal (Ә⌡), indestructible 
(ӘӢ), non-arising and non-perishing (ЛӢЛ ), happy (ᶶ ), 
liberated ( ), existence.

    In fact, in the materialistic enterprise there should not be anything 
labeled as good or bad.  It is only a matter of human interpretation 
subjected to the kind of motive behind the actions and whether the 
expressions of the conscience are realized. The process starts when we 
recognize that what we see is dependent on the conditions that 
prevail within the mind. If we have a bad attitude and go against the 
conscience, we will see a gloomy world.  Conversely, if we are given 
to more positive thoughts, the world we see will not look so 
devastating.  Good or bad arises solely in the mind and how much 
the conscience presides over the emotion. 
    If the conscience is the master of all motions, wealth, status and 
power, all endeavors will be channeled appropriately.  A by-product 
of right actions will probably promote the well being of an individual, 
group, society, and country.  Conversely, if the conscience is not in 
command the material possessions will corrupt all beings, causing 
unspeakable pain and damage.  Money by itself cannot act 
benevolently or viciously.  It is only the presence or the absence of 
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the conscience that will solicit the deciding factors of right and wrong. 
    The essence of spiritual realization is an inner quest.  Neither the 
indulgence by an individual in self-redemption, spiritual elevation and 
the cognizance of inner peace, self-renouncement in fame, nor 
momentary gains in materialistic fulfillment can sufficiently represent 
such a spiritual quest.  This is because all these acts are self-complacent. 
    The kind of spiritual life that promises good mental health is 
not one that expects a person to relinquish the ambition of fame 
and riches.  Taoist sages do not necessarily withdraw from the 
world but take part in social life, enriching it through their 
inspiring personal example.  It is also wrong to treat material 
wealth as “poisonous snakes” or “vicious animals” or requiring 
oneself to lead an ascetic life in solitude.

Doing such is like “climbing a tree to look for fishes”.  A truly and 
healthy spiritual life cannot be attained from outside the body.  A 
practice in search of spiritual fulfillment externally is like building 
a house on sand.  How long do you suppose this house can 
survive?  A true spiritual well-being comes from within.  If you 
look from within your being, from the inside, the whole vision 
changes.  The moment you stand at your inner center, you will 
find a very powerful inherent conscience.  It provides a rough 
description of the enlightened state, which is infinite, devoid of 
delusion, pure, with no arising and perishing.  That godliness 
part is perfect.  The highest level of spiritual fulfillment is to let 
this conscience or inner voice to act accordingly.  The inner 
conscience from within is the loudest voice with which one speaks.

The outlook of human beings in the world of science 
Achieving better livelihood through 

Technological and humanities supports. 
 

    Man is supposed to be the intelligent one in the world.  
Somehow the world of today has altered and perhaps degraded 
the pertinent existence of this “man”.  Superiority seems to be 
judged by scientific advancement in technology and the expression 
of humanities.  It is like putting the cart before the horse, and 
having things in reverse order.  Man creates technology and 
humanities.  Therefore he should be in control and not be 
enslaved or limited by their demands. 
    The crucial point here is to ask whether “man” can grasp the 
right moment to make good use of the so-called technology and 
humanities to enhance one’s life.  This is turning knowledge into 
wisdom.  Comparing with the lifestyle of the olden times, farmers 
did not have such advanced technology or a wide spectrum of 
humanities.  They lived simply, getting up, going to work, and 
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doing everything manually.  Are they not as satisfied and happy 
as the present man? Can human dexterity bring in a return 
commensurate with scientific proficiency? 
    The tremendous breakthrough in technology is to devise 
means of improving the qualities of life.  This work has succeeded 
remarkably; therefore the ways of living is farfetched.  It is more 
comfortable.  Material wealth is abundant.  But in reality, life is 
neither happier nor more satisfying.  Consequently, technological 
exploitations adversely encourage many undesirable, erroneous 
acts.  The youth of today is more callous and brutal than many of 
the professional killers and hooligans.  Sins and evils permeate 
the society.  So what are the reasons behind all these 
contradictions? 
 

The five basic desires of the human nature 
Unfortunately, are determining factors affecting 

The demoralization and decline of human morality. 
 

    The five basic desires of human nature are derived mainly 
from the acquisition of food, sex, sleep, fame, and profit making.  
Gao-Tze(ᵫІ ) indicated that the desires for food and sex are 
nothing more but part of the animal nature.  Such desires together 
with sleep are contributing to the primary physiological needs of 
the human body.  Nevertheless, when one is fed, rested, and 
begins to turn to lust and lechery.  This kind of response will 
become an animal instinct.  Mun-Tze(ụІ) asked: “How much 
difference is there between a human and an animal?” To answer 
this question on the basis of anatomic needs and instinctive 
reactions, the natural tendencies between these two species is 
minimal.  In any event, if human behavior is not led by the 
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conscience, but instead driven by desire and greed, then that 
person will become “An animal in human clothing”.   
    The animal instinct in humans can be more aggressive than 
that of a wild beast.  The intensity of greed is relentlessly 
broadened from the pleasure of eating, having sex, sleeping, and 
the satisfaction gathered from fame and profit making.  In the 
history of civilization, many events of human aggression seem to 
unfold, resulting from the indulgences of satisfying the five desires.  
Therefore if these licentious desires gain mastery, the human race 
will be facing its doomed condemnation.  At times, when the 
desire for material quests becomes utterly uncontrollable, the 
rampant individual may seek refuge in spiritual comforts.  Be that 
as it may, if this type of medication is helpful, it is just a temporary 
relief.  What will happen if the desires are like acute diseases, 
which cannot be cured, but continue to linger and overpower the 
individual?  Regretfully, the intended goodwill behind the 
spiritual practices may turn into a bigger blunder.  The 
medication being wrongly administered may turn into a poisonous 
drug.  Hence if the conscience is not in control, one will be 
trapped.  It is like jumping from the pan into the fire, frittering 
away between the material and spiritual worlds. 
 

A fortune or a flaw of technology 
Technology is a road of no return, 

When serves without the bearing of the conscience, 
It strikes at you in wild fury, 

Thus man will be nailed on the path of vanquishing. 
 

    Weaving on the platform of technology is like meandering 
along a road of no return.  In order to survive in a pugnacious 
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world, one will always need to be on the move.  Plans are made to 
find alternatives with new directions, making changes, and 
fighting franticly to stay on the top.  In the world of technology 
the market is relatively competitive.  People are trying to win at 
all costs, regardless of how much time, money, effort or sacrifice is 
needed.  It is a crude game of elimination too.  The less effective 
will be trampled.  Even so, no matter how captivating 
technological accomplishments have evolved, such as sending 
astronauts into the outer space, they are still controlled by human 
desires. For that reason, if the conscience is not in control, 
technology will finally devour the human race.  Events of the past 
have proven that no matter how technology advances, true 
satisfaction has not been brought to humankind.  This is because 
the conscience is not the pointer of the relative moves.  Thus 
deviant desires will leap as chances permit.   
    As previously mentioned, technology by itself is neither good 
nor bad.  Metaphorically speaking, technology symbolizes water.  
It can either float or sink a sailing boat.  All consequences depend 
entirely upon the dominance of the conscience.  Again, if the 
conscience is not the master of correct actions, tremendous 
negative influences will be brought onto humankind.  For 
example, people may indulge in the extreme comforts of the 
environment, wealth and fame, which were brought about by the 
development of technology.   As a result they become insensitive 
to the respect of life, the essence of living and the proper moral and 
ethical codes.  To quench the greedy desires of the ambitious ones, 
some have even gone to the extent of forming bands of hooligans 
or terrorists to antagonize people.  These treacherous acts have 
indeed threatened the safety of the country.  They cause damage 
to the society.  Peace and harmony of the world will be disrupted.  
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Thus the people will live in a state of fear and insecurity.  In such 
circumstances, one may turn to another outlet, such as using 
humanities as a cure.  Yet it is just an interim remedy. The healing 
process is not sufficient enough to remove the evils that are 
entombed in the core. 
    To sum up, technology by itself is neither harmful nor 
beneficial to the world.   It is entirely up to the users to either 
build or dismantle with this tool.  It is a sheer matter of choice 
and decision made by the conscience.  Therefore use technology 
productively to fulfill the needs of all humankind instead of 
wasting it on interspecies conflicts and gross inequitable 
distributions. 
 

Establish a firm base by the conscience 
The five basic desires will turn into 

The five acts of benevolence. 
 

     People can easily be led astray by the five desires if the 
conscience cannot make proper decisions.  In the present society, 
many indications have shown that sentiments of emotions and 
desires interwoven between the material and spiritual worlds 
affect the development of technology and humanities.  That is to 
say, man will always be a concern of the effect of emotion and 
desires on certain outcomes.  Therefore, the biggest issue here is 
to know how to manipulate these feelings so that they are 
productive.  In order to do so, one is not expected to suppress, 
avoid, or detest emotions.  Rather, allow the conscience to 
naturally take control, changing delusive desires into wonders of 
benevolence.   Evidently the five desires are most frequently 
concerned with one’s selfish passion and egoistic aggrandizement.  
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But conversely, the benevolent one cares for the benefit of the 
whole.  This person will not sacrifice the dignity of life, or the true 
meaning of existence for self-indulgences.  Most importantly he 
will not renounce the essence of life in order to satisfy one’s desire 
for food, sex, sleep, fame or profit making.  Moreover, the 
benevolent one will bring hope, faith and happiness to all beings, 
instead of pain, fear and despair.  If our conscience is in charge, 
the material world will enhance spirituality.  Hence people will 
be more humane.  Under the leadership of the conscience, 
technology can even bring inexhaustible blessings to man.  The 
conscience seeks to make the karma-generating mind pure, 
contemplative and wise.

But on the other 
hand, if humanities are used in accordance with the conscience, it 
will shake up the mind to follow the right track. 
    The scope of Humanities is far and wide.  It is defined in this 
contest as religious activities, visual arts, music, drama, dancing, 
calligraphy, literature, medicine, academics, transportation, 
environmental protection, architecture, fashion design, and charity 
events.  This is a propitious time to ensure that all these areas of 
humanities, social sciences, religion, liberal arts, and infrastructures 
are placed under the direction of the conscience.  Hence the 
comfort of life will be guaranteed. 
    The amalgamated unity of technology, humanity and 
conscience suggest that the conscience is the brain, while the other 
two are tools.  Thus showing the utilization of the tools by the body.  
In this light the world will be in unison.  Peace, stability and 
harmony will therefore ensure the realization of totality of life.  
Hence incredible potential is thus possible to produce a planetary 
abundance for healthy living.

Otherwise simple basics are really all 
the same.  Lives can be quite modest and yet still fulfill their 
purpose adequately. 
 Nowadays, people suffer unnecessarily because they fail to 
understand the realities of life.  You eat to live, and the purpose of 
eating is to nurture the physical.  Clothing is for protection of the 
body or for repelling purposes.  A vehicle is only an agency of 
transportation to reach a certain destination.  The society of today 
seems to confuse with the purposes of eating, clothing, housing 
and traveling.

Fritz of Capra in his book “The Tao of Physics” also reveals the 
basic oneness of Universe.  As in Quantum Theory, it shows that 
we cannot decompose the world into independently existing 
smallest units.  As we penetrate into matters or nature they do not 
show us any isolated “basic building block” but rather appear as a 
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complicated web of relation between the various parts of the whole. 
 The Oneness of Tao also expresses itself as a duality of “Yin” and 

“Yang”.  The dynamic relationship between the two creates the 
appearance of many things from the potentiality of Oneness.  They 
are conceptually separated but intrinsically connected.  The polarity 
of Yin and Yang produces a circular evolution in which every end is 
a beginning. If everything is one in the universal Tao, it must 
embrace all the opposites including the good and the bad. Thus 
show that everything is a part of the undifferentiated primal unity.
